1	ORGANISING AUTHORITY


The Organising Authority is Medway Yacht Club, Upnor, near Rochester, Kent, on behalf of the National Sonata Class Association.  





2	RACING


Racing will be governed by The Racing Rules of Sailing 2001-2004, the prescriptions of the RYA, the National Sonata Class Rules, the Sailing Instructions for the event, the Rules of Medway Yacht Club, the Bylaws of Medway Ports Authority and such other rules as the Sailing Instructions may prescribe.


Racing will take place in the River Medway.   The long distance race may extend into the Thames Estuary.   Admiralty Chart SC1185 River Thames and Sea Reach and/or Imray Chart Y18 River Medway and Approaches may be useful.


Boats may be craned in and out at Gillingham Marina.   Attention is drawn to the haul-out restrictions in the Sailing Instructions.





3	ENTRIES


a)  Entries are invited from Full and Associate Members of the National Sonata Class Association, whose boats hold valid measurement certificates.   


b)   Entries are to be made on the Entry Form available from Medway Yacht Club by 09.00 on Monday 30th July 2001 accompanied by the Entry Fee.   Entries received before 1st June 2001 will benefit from a £15.00 reduction in the entry fee (see Entry Form).


c)   The total number of persons on board shall be a minimum of 3 and a maximum of 5.   The same crew shall sail together throughout the event. 





4	REGISTRATION


a)   Registration will take place at the Regatta Office, Medway Yacht Club, between 14.00 and 17.00 on Sunday 29th July 2001.   Measurement certificates and evidence that the entrant is a current member of the National Sonata Class Association shall be presented for inspection.


b)   All boats shall comply with current Class Rules during the event.   Boats must be presented for scrutineering to the Class Measurer at on the pontoon at Medway Yacht Club or at Gillingham Marina between 12.00 and 17.00 on Sunday 29th July 2001.   


c)   A maximum of two suits of sails may be presented for scrutineering.   A boat wishing to use a sail showing numbers other than those allocated to the boat may make written request to the Race Committee to do so.   Permission will be given provided that no other boat is using the same sail numbers.  Unmeasured sails will not be accepted at scrutineering.    


d)   Boats may be inspected by representatives of the Race Committee for safety equipment at any time during the event.    


e)   Other measurement checks may also be made.


f)   There will be a briefing for skippers at 17.00 on Sunday 29th July followed by “An insider’s view of the river.”





5	TIMES OF RACES


The times of the races are shown in the Programme.





6	SAILING INSTRUCTIONS


a)   Sailing Instructions will be available on completion of scrutineering, on registration.


b)   A description of the courses to be sailed will be appended to the Sailing Instructions.





7	SCORING


The series will be scored as provided in Appendix A of the Racing Rules using the Low-Point System.   The races to count for overall positions are:

10	DISCLAIMER


1	A boat is entirely responsible for her own safety, whether afloat or ashore, and nothing, whether in the Notice of Race or Sailing Instructions or anywhere else, reduces this responsibility.


2	It is for the boat to decide whether she is fit to sail in the conditions in which she will find herself.  By leaving the mooring area, the boat confirms that she is fit for those conditions and her crew is competent to sail and compete in them.


3	The boat is required to hold adequate insurance and in particular to hold insurance against third party claims in the sum of at least £1,000,000.


4	Nothing done by the organisers can reduce the responsibility of the boat nor will it make the organisers responsible for any loss, damage, death or personal injury, however it may have occurred, as a result of the boat taking part in the racing.   The organisers encompass everyone helping to run the race and the event, and include the organising authority, the race committee, the race officer, patrol boats and beachmasters.


5	The provision of patrol boats does not relieve the boat of her responsibilities.


6	The boat is responsible to ensure that she is equipped and seaworthy so as to be able to face extremes of weather;  that there is a crew sufficient in number, experience and fitness to withstand such weather; and that the safety equipment is properly maintained, stowed and in date and that the crew know how to use it.


7	The fact that the race committee conducts inspections of a boat does not reduce the responsibilities of the boat set out in this disclaimer.
